You shall be sent steps on 
how to enrol onto your chosen 
course the Summer before 
you start with us and you will 
need your exam results to 
be able to enrol in August. If 
your results are better than 
expected or you didn’t do 
as well as you hoped, please 
do not worry, we can find a 
suitable alternative for you.

What is an Apprenticeship?
An apprenticeship is a job with training to 
industry standards. An apprentice is a paid 
employee who is training on the job and 
involved in an educational programme.

The apprentice gains the skills, knowledge and 
behaviours that they need to forge their career. 
This programme supports businesses to train 
the future workforce. An apprentice could be 
someone new to the industry or could be an 
existing member of staff. 

As an Apprentice You Will
•	Work alongside 

experienced staff

•	Gain job-specific  
skills

•	Earn a wage and  
get holiday pay

•	Get time for study 
related to your role

You are required to stay in education, 
employment or training until you turn 18 but this 
can include being an apprentice. Apprenticeships 
have a functional skills requirement in English and 
maths but learners who already have obtained the 
level required will be exempt from undertaking 
them. An apprenticeship is a real job where you 
will be employed full-time for the duration of your 
qualification. Apprenticeships also include an 
end-point assessment. It's an assessment at the 
end of your apprenticeship to make sure you're 
fully competent in your specific occupation.
